The response to my call for a rock n € roll on the radio campaign has been pretty good, most people
agree that it would be a good thing, and most seem to agree that by doing so, we would see that much
needed new blood coming onto the scene.
As much as a question of exposure for the music that we love, it is a question of education.  By 
exposing the music to a younger audience, they would also become educated.  Then perhaps when
they stated that they dont like Rock n roll (Rockabilly...etc) at least they would be doing so with some
sort of knowledge of what they are talking about!  As it stands, most young people and rather 
surprisingly musicians, who say they dont like the music, have not been exposed to it, and seem to
think that their Dad•s copy of  €Jungle Rock•, bought in the 70•s, represents the be all and end all of the
music!
I was told of a group of rocking people that got together, decided on a track, Gene•s € Race with the
Devil• actually, and proceeded to bombard their local radio station with 300 requests for the track in
one day.  Did the station play it?  No, they didn•t, citing € copyright issues• as the reason why not.
Patheticly lame really, but I know thet these people are intending to do it again, and that is the right
approach.  
Keep at your local radio station, even if they dont play the track, which is of course 
frustrating, at least if requests are coming in on a regular basis, they cant fail to notice the trend and
might just relent.  Another approach would be to contact the Programme controller.  The PC is the
man that dictates the station•s output policy.  These people are a little primma donnerish but a well
constructed and articulate letter, signed by a group of people, stating that in your collective opinion,
the station is failing to cater for the needs of the local population by not playing this music, might not
be well received, but cannot fail to strike a chord!  So come on you rockin• people, get yourselves
together, form (action) groups and lets start attacking these local stations!

Another thing that I have noticed is that a lot of young people are being attracted to the music of
bands such as Al and the Black cats, Rebel Yell and others.

If
Hemsby did nothing else, and I am not suggesting for a moment that it didn•t, the fact that it•s turned
these young people onto rock n roll and rockabilly can only be a good thing.

There is a young man currently touring the UK and Europe, that has got everyone talking about him,
those that dislike him and those that think he is fantastic he is occupying more conversation and 
column inches than anyone I can remember.  I am of course talking about Travis LeDoyt.  Having
appeared at both Americana and Hemsby, and by the time you read this, Oxford and Ipswich and lord
knows where else, he is, to say the least, a controversial figure.
